Message of Peace Wins Audience Over:
Sudarsan Pattnaik’s “City Of Peace” is the Audience’s Favourite

Last Sunday the sculpture “City Of Peace” by Indian sand artist Sudarsan Pattnaik has been 
voted to be the Audience’s Favourite. The artist’s harmonious vision of the future shows 
Buddha meditating under the Berlin television tower. The audience’s choice is a promising one 
for the city of Berlin because Buddhist tradition says that a time in which a Buddha appears is a 
happy one. Berlin is to become and remain a city of peace. This wish was shared by 1383 
visitors from Berlin and elsewhere who voted for Pattnaik’s “City Of Peace”.

Organiser Anja Smolle wasn’t surprised by this decision: “His distinctive way of using Berlin 
sights as an inspiration for his art works, makes Sudarsan’s sculptures so convincing each year. 
Sudarsan really is the favourite amongst Berliners.” Last year Pattnaik together with his Partner 
Jitendra Kishore Jagadev won the Jury’s Award. Pattnaik runs the Golden Sand Art Institute in 
India and teaches the art of sand sculpturing. 

The second prize with 439 votes goes to Gianni Schiumarini from Italy for “A new sun on the 
same world” who also received the 2. World Solo Championship Award from the jury. With her 
science-fiction sculpture “One more Beer” the Dane Maria Eliot Torp made it third with 402 
votes. 

Over two weeks the visitors voted for their favourite sculptures. 3547 visitors voted in total. Until 
August 30th the fascinating, many metres high sculptures can be seen at the Berlin 
Hauptbahnhof.
